Battery Charging

» Charge batteries for 10 -12 hours before inital use.

- Never modify the electrical system. Alterations could cause a fire resulting in
serious injury and could also ruin the electrical system.

- Use of the wrong type battery or charger could cause a fire or explosion
resulting in serious injury.

» The battery must be handled by adults only. The battery is heavy and contains
sulfuric acid (electrolyte).

Charging the Unit
1. Before charging, make sure both switches COMEED £ ETlE

are in the “off” position. Then insert the
adapter into an electrical outlet and the
plug into charging socket A or B. Charge
batteries for 10 - 12 hours before initial
use. Normal charging time is 8 - 10
hours. After that time, the cleaner will
run for approximately 15 - 20 minutes.

After removing the
blockage, push the “reset button” on the brush assembly. A green light
will appear in the brush lamp next to the reset button and the cleaner
should run normally.
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Removing and Replacing the Battery
